Students will describe human sexuality accurately and clearly from multiple
perspectives (emotional, physical, psychological, etc.) and identify the health
implications of sexual decision making.

Students will analyze their own thoughts, ideas, and values as they relate to human
sexuality. They will discuss their opinions of sexual topics and research through
class discussions and written essays.

Students will explain and analyze current events that effect human sexuality,
including personal and cultural variations in beliefs/values/attitudes/knowledge
about human sexuality.
