WRITING PRACTICE QUESTIONS: For each module, you will be required to answer essay
questions designed to support learning and application of important concepts. Multiple
choice questions and essay questions on quizzes may be based on these questions, so it
is beneficial to completely understand the topic instead of simply answering the question
to complete the assignment.

QUIZZES: Quizzes will be completed at the end of each unit. They will consist of multiple
choice and true/false and are non-cumulative, although information learned will be
applied in future assignments.

There will be four (4) quizzes worth 25 points each for
a total of 100 possible exam points. Students have two opportunities to complete the quiz
with the highest score being saved.Make-up Policy: Students are allowed one (1) make-up
quiz per semester and only if instructor receives written documentation no later than 24-
hours following scheduled date/time.

ONLINE DISCUSSIONS: Online discussions will take place throughout the course and will
require students to post information to the discussion in Canvas, review peers’ posts and
provide comments.

DISCUSSIONS ARE NOT ACCEPTED AS THEY ARE INTERACTIVE BY DESIGN.

ASSIGNMENTS: Additional assignments will be given during the semester to support
student learning and retention of the material. These may include videos, article reviews,
internet searches, discussions online through Canvas or group activities. Additional
information will be available on Canvas in the module. For assignments that use outside
sources including articles and texts, students are required to cite the source. Although you
are not required to use APA format for individual assignments, it is encouraged in order to



assist in the development of accepted standards. You must cite your sources regardless
of the format you chose to use whenever you quote or paraphrase information from
another source, otherwise it is considered plagiarism. Again, please review “Academic
Dishonesty” section below.

FINAL PROJECT: Students will complete work on a project related to social problems or
issues throughout the semester. Requirements for the project include draft paper with
completed peer review, oral presentation, and final project submission (APA format).
Project activity assignments completed throughout the semester will focus on applying
specific terms and concepts from the chapter to the topic in the final project. Information
completed throughout the semester should be included in the final. Please review specific
requirements under Final For Social Psychology.
